To start with, | would primarily like to relate the emotions
you can experience, as the realisation of the fact that you are
going to be left behind seeps in. The story of how one deals
with getting left behind and how it is to be alone. The film
portrays a self sacrificing younger sister who is willing to give
up her life for her older sister so as to allow her to become
a mortal and not live a life as a vampire.

The younger sister feels that it is not worth living a life alone
and that life is meant to be shared between 2 persons.

The idea of having the 2 sisters as vampires depicts the
idea of 2 people living outside a community with only each
other to rely on. | believe the Idea of "Vampirism” serves as
a metaphor for loneliness and solitude

The other side of the story that | would like to relate is the
desire for belonging to something greater and to have a
sense of security. The Older sister yearns to leave the life
as a vampire and to blend into society and be 'normal’ The
yearning is so strong that it makes her want to leave her
only sister and family member. | am convinced that if one is
motivated enough to want to belong to a certain society or
group that one can be willing to leave even your closest ones
to achieve your goal.

My biggest inspiration for this movie was a documentary
called “Dark Days” which documents homeless people living
in the tunnels of the New York Metrosystem. After watching
that movie, | realised how vampires would look like and live
life if they existed in modern times. | found inspiration for
the esthetical look of the movie. One of my goals through
this movie was to display Vampires in a different light. Not to
portray them in the same way many other movies have and
their way of life. | wanted to highlight the way they would
live their everyday lives and the various situations they would
face as they go about night after night.
